Minutes of a Parish Council meeting held on Monday 10th March 2014 at 7.00pm.

Apologies.
Cllrs. Adrian Crookes and John Stephenson.  Julie Turrell, Humberside Police also gave her apologies.

Those present were the Chairman Cllr Proctor, the Vice-Chairman, Cllr Turrell and Cllrs Scott, Myers, Chapman, Munro-Hill and Warburton.

E.R.Yorks.Council business (If Cllr is present)  Cllr. Phyllis Pollard attended the meeting for a short while. Broadband East Riding was discussed.  Information was received from Jonathan Hall, ERYC making available a basic service of at least 2 Mbps to the whole of the project area by December 2015.

Cllr. Pollard will pursue this further with JH and Stephen Howdle, ERYC regarding the poor level of broadband speed for Lockington and to make improvements.

Paper documentation and plans was also discussed in relation to receiving these with hardcopies and not electronically from ERYC.

Road surfaces around Lockington.  Cllr. Warburton raised the issue of the poor state of the roads around Lockington (Station Road) and the County in general.  PP suggested a letter be sent to the relevant parties.  JW proposed writing to Stephen Parnaby, thanking ERYC with freezing the council tax for another year, however, with less funding available it seems that road surfaces in the County are not improved.
